Fees: Vary by the class. The estimated cost for each student will be
approximately $10 per hour of class time.

Grades: All grade levels indicate the child’s grade as of fall 2009.

Locations of
courses are listed, but are subject to change. Based upon which courses
run, optimal building usage and course needs will determine where
Courses occur.
